Or Stanislaus Kostka, a home-schooled kid in 1564 who levitated

during Mass at age 14. Or young Kizito. He lived in Uganda and was a page in the court of an evil

king who also happened to be a pedophile. Kizito, newly baptized at age 14, went singing to his

martyrdom, along with 15 other boys and young men, St. Charles Lwanga and some adult

Christians. But when Juanita Solar was a youngster, she was rich, spoiled and had temper

tantrums. (Nothing too saintly there.) A typical student, she called her boarding school Ã¢â‚¬Å“a

dungeon,Ã¢â‚¬Â• and hated to go back after summer break. People can change. Juanita entered a

Carmelite convent at age 18 and while her life was brief, today sheÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s known as the

Ã¢â‚¬Å“St. Teresa of the Andes.Ã¢â‚¬Â• The most recent addition to this select company is Chiara

Ã¢â‚¬Å“LuceÃ¢â‚¬Â• Badano. Called Ã¢â‚¬Å“a saint of our times,Ã¢â‚¬Â• sheÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s been

chosen by Pope Benedict as one of the patrons for World Youth Day 2011. Before she died of bone

cancer at age 18, she Ã¢â‚¬Å“lived the GospelÃ¢â‚¬Â• doing acts of love for others. She appeared

average Ã¢â‚¬â€¢ hanging out in coffee shops with friends, playing tennis and swimming. She

might even be called Ã¢â‚¬Å“the saint who flunked high school math.Ã¢â‚¬Â• She offered all her

suffering to God, and 20 years after her death, in 2010, she was named Blessed Chiara. Swaim has

arranged her appealing book with lots of extra tidbits from helpful definitions and photos to brief



discussion-starters, saintly challenges and prayers. As the author says, Ã¢â‚¬Å“Be who you should

be, and you will set the whole world ablaze!Ã¢â‚¬Â• ItÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s available for $12.99 + shipping

from Liguori Publications, (800) 325-9521, or at . com.

The writing in

the book isn't great, and in an effort to be brief, doesn't have enough detail in some places. Still, it's

useful in that the chapters are short, with enough information, followed by topics of discussion that it

is a decent learning tool, but not as enjoyable or inspiring as I had hoped.

I wanted them to have more

relevant resources for saints. This fit the bill perfectly. There are reflection questions, prayers, even

a recipe in one of the books.

I have just read the first story, about St. Dominic Savio, but I have to recommend this book for

teens. Teachers and Parents would do well to get this book. The chapters are full of gems to

reinforce the stories and how they relate to the teen reading the book. As the stories unfold, teens

are asked questions to help them relate the saint's story to their own. This brings the story home,

making the saint a partner in the reader's own teen struggles. To evangelize teens, a story has to

relate to them. These saints, and Christ Himself, have to be seen as real, and this book does that.

This book would be a great addition to every Catholic school and religious education program.

Parents would do their teens and preteens a great service to get this book for them.
