With the help of her bodyguard Hak she

learns to use a bow and later a sword in a very realistic time frame (she's not an expert overnight

and you'll often shown how practice effects her, lack of sleep, etc.) Later she goes on a quest to find

legendary dragon warriors who are connected to the myth of how her kingdom came to be.Yona's

change from a princess to warrior is well done and it's wonderful to watch her grow. Other

characters, such as her bodyguard Hak, also change. I adore how Hak goes from your typical "I

must protect her" to not only training Yona but getting excited / pumped up as Yona becomes

stronger and more determined.While some of the characters have typical traits - the bodyguard, the

charming thief, the smart one, the shy one - they are all given enough time to endear themselves to

the reader.The art is also good, though I have seen better when it comes to fighting (see Bleach by

Tite Kubo). However, I still enjoy it.

In this volume, we learn the tale of the legendary dragon warriors and how they relate to Yona. We

also see Yona and Hak, along with some new allies, begin their journey across the kingdom of

Kouka.I think one of my favorite aspects of this volume is how damn funny Kusanagi-sensei can be.

After the dark and painful events from the first two volumes of this series, volume 3 provides some

much needed laughs with Hak's witty one-liners, Yun's "I-know-I'm-perfect" attitude and the overly

devoted dragon tribe.Aside from that, the character development is solid, art is gorgeous, and the

plot is engrossing. This is hands-down my all-time favorite series.
