As she

reconstructs how Anna and Armand braved overwhelming odds and how the knowledge her

grandfather acquired at Nuremberg destroyed their relationship, Miranda wrestles with the legacy of

trauma, the burden of history, and the complexities of memory. She also finds herself learning how

not only to survive but to thrive--making a home in the village and falling in love.With warmth,

humor, and rich, evocative details that bring her grandparents' outsize characters and their daily

struggles vividly to life, A Fifty-Year Silence is a heartbreaking, uplifting love story spanning two

continents and three generations.
