I had a captain once tell me, Ã¢â‚¬Å“Richard, IÃ¢â‚¬â„¢m trying to read it, but I

keep falling asleep.Ã¢â‚¬Â• I told him to stick with it and once he got through the first 150 pages,

heÃ¢â‚¬â„¢d be hooked Ã¢â‚¬Â¦ and he was. Ã¢â‚¬Å“But since 1914, over a million ships have

passed through the Canal, the Canal Zone has ceased to exist, and the Canal has been returned to

the people of Panama. The Canal is being massively expanded, and even while the expansion is

being completed, engineers of the Canal de PanamÃƒÂ¡ are beginning plans for yet another

expansion that will be able to accommodate the newest and largest class of container ships yet,

ships that carry over 18,000 containers. Ã¢â‚¬Å“While lecturing on ships transiting the Canal, I

realized that there was a need for a simpler and more current book, a book written for cruise

passengers that included information about the Panama as information about the Canal. I wanted to

write a book that would be helpful to folks planning a Panama Canal trip, as well as serve as a guide

during the voyage.
